prep sessions Dec. 5-7  (8th grade fittings – Dec. 5 / 7th gr. – Dec. 6 / 6th gr. Dec. 7)  First Day on Snow?  Dec. 

8th if there is snow - otherwise first practice will be Dec. 12. 

 

The team goal is to learn basic technique for both classical and skate, build endurance, experience racing and 
most importantly have fun!

If the student has already paid it for 
another activity you do not have to pay it again.)

Equipment: 
We will be learning both classical and freestyle (skating) techniques.  We have a supply of equipment on hand 

for student use.   Students are encouraged to bring their own equipment if they have it.  Students can store 

equipment at school.  Students will learn proper care and waxing techniques.  Special team pricing is 

available at most shops.  Prices are generally 10-20 % lower for team purchase.   

 
Practices: 

Practices will be at MME.  Practices will end at 5:15pm.  Please pick your student up at the pool entrance 

at 5:25pm. Extremely cold days will prevent outside practice and we will do indoor activities or cancel 

practice.  There will be a schedule of field trips to local parks coming out at a later date.  On those nights we 

generally return between 6.00 and 6:30pm. 

 
Updates:  Your skier will be enrolled in the Ski Class on Schoology which will feature announcements of 

changes, field trips, race pictures and other information.  An e-mail contact list will be created.  If you wish to 

be on this list please e-mail mary.burmesch@minnetonka.k12.mn.us so you can be added to the list. 

 

Suggested Clothing: 
Fleece, wool, and polypropylene are best for outdoor conditions.  Dress in layers and have a wind-breaking 

layer.  You should cover all exposed skin in case of wind or extreme cold.  Hats and gloves/mittens are a 

must.  Students without proper clothing will not practice with the team.  Students must have dry socks, 

gloves, and a hat for each practice.  Boots are often wet from frequent use so wool blend socks are the best.
