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What is it?

Minnetonka Speech Club is a new club this year for students at MME and MMW! We are excited to offer this enriching
opportunity which will build lifelong skills and confidence in our students! The Speech Club will follow the format of the
Minnetonka High School Speech Club as well as the Minnesota State HS Speech League. Students will prepare and
present speeches from a variety of categories. They will present these speeches in tournaments around the Twin Cities
to individual judges who will kindly and graciously offer encouragement and suggestions for improvement. As thisis a
new club, we will limit our participation to about 2-3 tournaments. Speech Club is a fun way to make new friends, to be
a part of an exciting NEW opportunity, and to grow in confidence and public speaking skills.

Who Can Join?
All students in grades 6-8 are welcome! No experience necessary!

When will we meet?

Speech club will meet one designated day per week after school. In the beginning, we will meet for the entire
afterschool activity time in order to choose your selection. After your selection is chosen, you will meet for 20
minutes with your speech coach at a scheduled time after school one day a week. If you are unable to
schedule a time after school, other arrangements will need to be made before/during school or during
advisory.

How long is the Speech Club season?
Speech will begin in mid-November and will run through approximately the middle of February; depending
upon the number of tournaments we enter (TBD). Tournaments will not begin until January.

Can | be in other activities/sports at the same time as Speech Club?
Yes, but you need to be committed to meeting with your coach once a week and be dedicated to practicing
your speech outside of school. We will be flexible in working with you if you are willing make this a priority.

How much will it cost?
The school’s one time activity fee must be paid in addition to any reg. /bus expenses for tournaments (TBD).

How can I join?
Speech Club will be advertised at the end of October. Our informational meeting will be held on October 26"
right after school for about 30 minutes in Room 108.

Extemporaneous Speaking:
Prepare and perform an impromptu speech on current events.

Discussion:
Analyze and discuss the year’s topic with five to seven other competitors.

Creative Expression:
Write and perform your own creative work, serious or humorous.

Extemporaneous Reading & Storytelling:
Prepare and perform your interpretation of a serious prose story or a world folktale.

Serious Drama, Prose, & Poetry Interpretation:
Choose and perform your interpretation of a serious work of literature.

Duo Interpretation:
Choose and perform a published work, serious or humorous, with a partner.

Humorous Interpretation:
Choose and perform a comedic piece of literature.
