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Welcome to Minnetonka Girls’ Tennis 2011

The Girls’ program currently consists of three teams — The varsity, the JV Blue, and
the B Team, which is comprised of both 9" and 10" graders. The Varsity and JV
Blue compete on the same schedule at opposite sites — when the varsity is Home the
JV is Away. The B team competes on a separate schedule and this year they will
play their home matches at MHS. Each team will have 16 players.

The Varsity is comprised of the best players in our program and competes in the
toughest conference in the state. Our sectional assignment is Section 2AA. The JV
Blue Team plays the same schedule with an emphasis on developmental experience
and participation. Both the varsity and JV Blue play a 7 point match format with 4
singles positions and 3 doubles positions. Additional exhibition matches are played
as available at the varsity level and with more emphasis at the JV level. Due to the
completion of our new tennis courts at the high school, this year’s “B” team will be
able to play complete 7 point match formats.

The coaching staff is committed to offering a program to suit the needs and ability
level of each player making the teams. A round robin tryout format is used
throughout the program with players initially placed according to their last years
standing on the team. The first round robin will be comprised of all those returning
from last year’s varsity top 12 players and any new players from a different school
who played on that team’s varsity squad. The second round robin will be a
continuation of the previous year’s end ladder on the JV and “B” teams to the next
16 players. The third round robin will be all the remaining players of which 16 will
make the final team list. It should be noted that players trying out for the team
should have a moderate amount of experience and should not be trying out to begin
to learn tennis. It is the recommendation of the staff that community or
professional lessons be taken before trying out for the school team as scheduling and
time does not allow for teaching beginning tennis basics during practice.

The varsity travel squad 16 and the top 6 players from the JV Blue will comprise the
varsity practice squad and will practice from 3PM to 4:45PM on non-match days.
The remaining JV Blue and “B” team will practice from 4:45 to 6:15. We look
forward to a successful and enjoyable season.

Players will be excused from practice during spring break (boys team)
but must supply the coach with a note from parents

Players must wear team uniforms at matches and tournaments

Players must give their best effort at all times
